The Author
writes in the Preface that, for over one or two thousand years, the Bible has been
spreading around in the Western society. It is the book with the highest number of readers
in the world, and its deep impacts to the Western society and culture are incomparable to
any other books. However, this book is rather alien to most Chinese people. Many has
heard its name, or has seen its appearance, but very few of them has really read it, and
even many Chinese Christians, especially those who lives in the rural areas and are low in
terms of cultural standards, have little understanding of the contents of the entire Bible. In
order that the Chinese reader could have a better general understanding of the Bible, this
book introduces it from four aspects.
Part One is the General Introduction, consisting of around 40,000 to 50,000 words,
introducing the genesis of the Bible and its historical backgrounds, the process of its
formation as a book, its main translations and editions in Chinese and foreign languages,
its influence to the Western society and culture, including festivals, music, painting,
sculpture, literature. Part Two is about the Biblical Figures, consisting of around 100,000
words, introducing to the readers some of the important Biblical figures in a dictionary
format. Part Three is about Classic Passages, consisting of around 100,000 words,
presenting to the readers the main contents of the Bible in different stories. Part Four is
about Aphorisms, consisting of around 100,000 words, including some proverbs and
aphorisms in the Old and New Testaments, some sayings about their faith, even about
their faith in God.
