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. Summary: The Dead Sea Scriptures can be divided into the following five categories

according to the nature of their contents: (1) Ordinances of the Qumran Community; (2)
The Hebrew Bible (The Old Testament); (3) Deuterocanonical Books, Pseudepigrapha,
and Other Extracanonical Books; (4) Expositions of the Scripture; (5) Hymns of Praise
and Others.
This book comprises 10 chapters. Chap 1 is about the Service of God (Introduction, The
Manuel of Discipline, The “Zadokite” Document, The Letter of the law: Ordinances, A
Formulary of Blessings). Chap 2 is about the Praise of God (Introduction, The Hymn of
the Initiants, The Book of Hymns, Poems from a Qumran Hymnal, Lament for Zion,
Hymns of Triumph). Chap 3 is about the Mercy of God (Introduction, Prayer for
Intercession). Chap 4 is about Glory to God in the Highest (Introduction, The Litany of



the Angels). Chap 5 is about the Word of God (Expositions of the Scripture, Everyman’s
Bible). Chap 6 is about the Triumph of God. Chap 7 is about Virtue. Chap 8 is about Vice.
Chap 9 is about Visions and Testaments. Chap 10 is about Destiny.
