Church and State against the threat of heresy (and hence social revolution).
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The reasoning for the inquisition of the Spanish Inquisition in 1478 was to root out the
false "converse," i.e., those who had converted to Catholic faith from Judaism or Islam but
who had not done so genuinely, and continued in secret to practice their old religion.
Spain at the time had many such false conversos (tens of thousands, in fact), and they
represented a threat to the security of the state.
